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Introduction to the Madison Public Schools Code of Conduct

Madison Public Schools provides a supportive academic environment where students are encouraged to
become independent and responsible. Mutual trust and respect among all members of the school
community is paramount to a positive and healthy school climate. Each individual in the school community
is expected to maintain a proper decorum, while allowing for and tolerating individual differences. To that
end, general responsibilities for school personnel and expectations for student behavior are provided below:
SCHOOL PERSONNEL RESPONSIBILITIES

In order to serve the student body well, the school staff has the responsibility to . . .

Q provide a safe and productive learning environment;

a be informed about and knowledgeable of school rules and policies, consistent
with legal requirements and Board of Education policies;

Q maintain discipline in a fair, consistent and equitable manner;

Q conduct disciplinary hearings and conferences in an impartial and objective
manner; and

a resolve disciplinary problems in a fair, consistent and equitable manner.

Additionally, the Board of Education authorizes its administrative staff to discipline students for conduct
defined in this document as infractions of the Code of Conduct.

EXPECTATIONS FOR STUDENT BEHAVIOR

In order to assist the school administration and staff in their efforts to provide a positive, productive school
environment conducive to learning, the student body is expected to . . .

O understand that they are responsible for their actions and that inappropriate behavior will not be
tolerated,;

a be informed about and abide by school and Board of Education rules and policies;

Q behave in a responsible and appropriate manner during all school functions held on or off school
grounds;

Q attend school regularly and be prepared for class by completing daily assignments and make-up
work;

Q continue to develop a moral and ethical sensibility as well as practice moral and ethical
behavior;

Q learn about, understand, and respect diversity and differences among all groups; and

Q understand, as well as apply, the basic principles of healthful daily living.
Thus, the Madison Public Schools Board of Education expects the highest standards of conduct from all
students at all times, whether in school, out of school, or at a school-sponsored activity. Proper student

behavior is obligatory and conduct incompatible with or disruptive to the educational process is
unacceptable and will be addressed by the school administration and staff accordingly.



GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT DISCIPLINE

Student discipline is viewed as a responsibility shared among the students, the school, and the parents / guardians.
Parents / guardians are encouraged to play an active role in the education of their children and may be called upon
by the school to attend meetings regarding disciplinary infractions. Students who infringe on the rights of others to
pursue an education or who violate school policies and regulations will be subject to corrective disciplinary action
including, removal from class, in-school or out-of-school suspension, suspension from transportation privileges,
detention, and/or expulsion from school.

For purposes of organizing the consequences for student behavior that is unacceptable, potential infractions have
been classified into four broad categories depending upon the outcome of the unacceptable behavior. These four
categories are as follows:

Section I: Infractions or behaviors that jeopardize the health, safety, and welfare
of individuals in the school community

Section II: Infractions that demonstrate a lack of honesty, respect, and courtesy
toward individuals in the school community

Section IlI: Infractions that demonstrate a lack of respect for personal and public
property and possessions

Section 1V: Infractions that demonstrate a lack of respect for maintaining an orderly
teaching and learning environment

These categories are not mutually exclusive because the same infraction or behavior can conceivably fall into more
than one category. Infractions within each category range from very minor to very serious or major infractions. The
behavior / infraction charts list disciplinary consequences and reference relevant Board of Education policies

Whenever a disciplinary measure is employed, it shall be fair, reasonable, and consistent. No student shall be
disciplined on the basis of race, age, gender, religion, sexual orientation, national origin, ancestry, or disability. The
cooperation of every facet of the school community, including staff, students, parents / guardians, is essential to the
maintenance of a positive learning environment in the Madison Public Schools.

Students who are accused of committing an infraction have the right to an informal hearing which is a meeting
between a student and the principal or designee at which the student is informed of the reasons for discipline and
given an opportunity to respond and explain the situation. School administrators may conduct the informal hearing
with students without their parents / guardians being present. In the event of an emergency, which does not allow for
an immediate informal hearing, the informal hearing shall be held as soon after the suspension as possible. Parents
will be notified of the infraction and resulting disciplinary consequence as soon as feasible.

Disciplinary procedures used in the Madison Public Schools range from informal hearings to expulsion from school.
The procedure to be used depends upon the seriousness of the violation, the specific circumstances of the situation
and the individual’s overall pattern of behavior. A series of minor infractions committed by the same student can be
considered a major infraction, as determined by the school administration, as repeated behaviors can have a
demoralizing effect on the general student body and staff and be disruptive to the learning environment. In cases
where multiple infractions have been committed by a student, the school administration will determine which
infraction is more significant and, therefore, the cause for a specific consequence(s). In addition to the usual school
procedures, criminal infractions must also be reported by the school administration to the police.

DEFINITION OF TERMS

The following terms used in the Madison Public Schools Code of Conduct are defined to clarify language for the
benefit of students, their parents / guardians, and the extended school community:

1 Area Violation, Unauthorized (Going to Parking Lot or Being Outside the School Without Prior
Approval): Students are not permitted in unauthorized areas of the school building or campus,
including but not limited to (1) an adjacent school campus, (2) unauthorized stairwells / hallways, (3)
any area adjacenb the school building including parking lots, and (4) athletic fields / areas without
permission.

sensory disability, or by association with an individual or group whodnas perceived to have one
or more of such characteristics.

1 Bus Misconduct: All students are extended the privilege of riding to and from school and to school
activities on the school bus. Thaesudriver has the responsibility of maintaining orderly behavior of
students on school buses and will report, in writing, all misconduct to the transportation services
manager and the school administrator.
Video cameras may be used to record studentthebavr on t he school bus and vi
behaviors may be used to support disciplinary action.

Co-Curricular School Activities: Student activities initiated by the instructional staff.-Qarricular
activities are designed to provide an opunity for studentdo expand their knowledge of related
curriculum.

Controlled Substance: A drug, substance, or immediate presor identified under schedules | to V,
inclusive, in section 202(c) of the Controlled Substances Act, 21 U.S.C. 812(c), and under schedules |
to V, inclusive, of the Connecticut controlled substancedsdimg regulations pursuant toegtion
21a-243 of theConnecticut General Statutes.

Cumulative Offenses: Specific student offenses which waltcumulate from year to year within the
grade span, i.e., grades@ grades 78; grades 912.

Cutting Classes During the School Day: Students are expected to attexath of their classes every
day unless given permission from the school administrator to be absent from a class for a specific
purpose.

Dangerous Instrument: Any instrument, article or substae which, under the circumstances in which

it is used or attempted or threatened to bedugecapable of causing death or serious physical injury,
and includes a motor vehicle and a dogtthas been commanded to attack (See also Firearm, Deadly
Weaponand Weapon.)

Deadly Weapon: Any weapon, whether loaded or unloaded, from which a shot may be discharged, or
a switchblade knife, gravity knife, billy, blackjack, bludgeon, or metal knudklesadly weapon is

one which is designed for violence and which is capable of inflicting death or serious bodily harm and
may include pellet gunand / or air soft pistols. (See also Dangerous Instrument, Firearm, and
Weapon.)

Detention, After School: A consequence thad given to students by teachers or school administrators
depending on the infraction and circumstan8éudents who are assigned to after school detention
must report promptly and va books or study materials to use. In all cases, students will be given 24
hours notice in order to arrange for transportation or to inform employers.

Detention, Failure to Serve (Per Infraction): Failure to serve assigned detention(s) will result in
additional detention time. Continued disregard to serve detention(s) may result in suspension from
school.

Detention, Office: A consequence that is given to students by school administratarafipropriate
behavior or certain infractions. If a student fails to serve an office detention, he or she may be
assigned additional detentions or$ehool suspension.

Detention, Saturday: A consequence that is given to high school students who fesre thrdy to
class, study hall, or homeroom or have committed certain types of infractionse#t pa guardian

will be notified of the Saturdagetention. Each student must be prepared to do two to four hours of
academic work. If a studentifato use he time in Saturdagletention in a constructive mannée or

she may be asked to leave and be subject to eitharhiool suspension or cof-school suspension.
Failure to serve Saturday detention will result in two (2) Saturday detentions and up {&)ane
school suspension.

Detention, Teacher: A consequence that is given to students by teachers for inappropriate classroom
behavior or certai types of infractions. Teachassigned detention is typically served after school.

Dress Code Violation: Students are expected to dress in a manner that is suitable for a school
environment. Furthermore, students should dress within reasonable limits so that their clothing does
not jeopardize the health or safety of the wearers or others, or cause distractiisriuption of the
educational process as determined by the school administration. Clothing advertising drugs or alcohol
is inappropriate for school wear. Footwear and shirts must be worn at all times. Clothing should be
neat and cleanThe wearing of he& coverings, except for religious purposes in the school building

Drugs: Includes, but shall not be limited toany medicinal preparation (prescription and non
prescription), and any controlled substance whose possession, sale, distribution, use or consumption is
illegal under state andor federal law.

Products, Tobacco Paraphernalia Use or Possession of: To have physical possessionhold, or

Drug Paraphernalia: Equipment, products and materials of any kind which are used, intended for use

or designed for use in planting, propagating, cultivating, growing, harvesting, manufacturing,
compounding, converting, producing, processingreparing, testing, analyzing, packaging,
repackaging, storing, containing or concealing, or injecting, ingesting, inhaling or otherwise
introducing controlled drugs or controlled substances into the human body, including but not limited

to all items spefied in C.G.S. Section 24440 ( 20) ( A) , such as “bongs,”
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miniature cocaine spoons, crack cocaine vials, tobacco rolling papers, and any object or container
used, intended or designed for use in storing, concealing, possessing, tigrifnuselling controlled

drugs or controlled substances.

Drugs or Substances, Performance Enhancing: Any performancesnhancing drug, including any

anabolic steroid, hormone or analogue, diureticor@hr substance designed to ¢

performance in athletic competition, including creatine, androstenedione, ephredrine or other

performance enhancing nutritional supplements including food supplements, used for the intent of

bodybuilding and mude enhancement of physical ability and not for a valid medical purpose as

defined by a physician; including, but is not limited to, those performanhancing drugs /

substances identified on the CIAC comprehensive list and the list presented below:

1. phamacological agents (prescription or nonprescription) taken in doses that exceed the
recommended therapeutic dose or taken when the therapeutic indications are not present;

2. agents used for weight control, including stimulants, diet pills, diuretics, aadivas, when the
user is in a sport that has weight classifications or that rewards leanness;

3. agents used for weight gain, including o¥kecounter products advertised as promoting
increased muscle mass;

4. physiologic agents or other strategies used egbamxygercarrying capacity, including
erythropoietin and red blood cell transfusions (blood doping);

5. any substance that is used for reasons other than to treat a documented disease state or
deficiency;

6. any substance that is known to mask adverse effeatetect ability of another performance
enhancing substance; and

7. nutritional suppl ements taken at supraphysiolo
replace deficits created by a disease state, training program and / or participation is.spor

Due Process: Prior to the suspensioaof a student, the school administration must inform the student of
the reasons for the disciplinary action and provide the student an oppgrtonéxplain the situation
(informal hearing). Recommendation for expulsion must be heard by the Board of Education in a
formal hearing,consistent with the certain requirements of the Uniform Administrative Procedures
Act. Conn. Gen. Stat. 1283d.

Emergency Removal from School: A situation under which continued presence of the student in the
school imposes such a danger to persons or property or such a disruptioe educational process
that an informalhearing may be delayed until a time as soonrafie exclusion of such student as
possible.

Exclusion: Any denial of public school privileges to a student for disciplinary purposes. For some
infractions, students will be excluded fromaaricular or extracurricular activities.

Expulsion: Exclusionfrom school privileges for more than ten (10) consecutive school days and shall
be deemed to include, but not be limited to, exclusion from the school to which the student was
assigned at the time such disciplinary action was taken, provided such exdhalbnot exceed one

(1) calendar year. The period of exclusion may extend to the school year following the school year in
which such exclusion was imposdehrticipation in any school activities for the duration of the
suspension / expulsion period whattlihose events occur on school days, on weekend days, or on
holidays and school breaks is prohibited.



Extracurricular School Activities: Sudent activities initiated through student chofoe participation.
Extracurricular activities are intendedtokrance a student“s school experi
particular interest in a subject, topic, sport, or other activity.

False Alarm / Bomb Threat: The willful act of causing a false fire alarm or making a bomb threat
directed at the school, the saidus, or otheschool property.

Falsifying Signatures, Excuses or Other School Documents, or any Deliberate False Statement
Whether Written or Stated: Studentsfound to have falsified a signak, an attendance excuse
other school documents, or to havade any deliberate false statemh, whether written or stated are
subject tadisciplinary consequences.

Fighting / Physical Altercation / Physical Aggression: A planned or unplanned encounter which
results in a student or students assaulting, or attempting to assault, another individual(s) in a manner
that is not reasonably necessary for sidfense.

Firearm: As defined in 18 U.S.C. 92theans (1) any weapon (including a starter gun) which will or is

designed to, or may readily be converted to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive; (2) the

frame or receiverof any such weapons; (3) any firearm muffler or firearm silencer or (4) any
destructive device. For purposes of this defini

Gambling (Involving the Transfer of Money or Assets): Gambling, defined as involving the transfer

sponsored activity.

Graffiti: The willful defacing of property under the jurisdiction of the Board of Educat8udents
involved are subject to disciplinary action and/or prosecution. Any student discovered to have engaged
in graffiti of school prperty will make full financial restitution for repair or replacement. The pafent
guardian of a minor child responsible for graffiti will be held liable for damages under the provisions
of Connecticut State law. Damaged property paid for by the studmatime the property of the school.

Hate Crimes: Speech or conduct that is committed with a specific intent to intimidate, harass or
defame/deface another person, property or society on tkes lod race, color, ethnicity / national
origin, sexual orientation, disability or religion, perceived or actual, in school, on the school bus, and /
or at any schoebponsored activity.

Hazing: Any conduct or method of initiation, on or off campus, into any student organization or team,
whether on public or private property, which endangers or creates a risk of harm to the physical or



emotional health or welbeing of any student or person, inding any activity that causes or requires

an individual to perform a task that is in violation of the law or of school district policies. Such
conduct includes, but is not limited to, whipping, beating, branding, forced calisthenics, forced
consumption bany food, liquor, beverage, drug, or other substance, or any treatment or forced
physical activity that is likely to adversely affect the health or safety of any student or other person, or
that subjects such student or other person to emotional stressding deprivation of sleep or rest,
confinement to a restricted area, the threat of ostracism, or extended isoRgionission, consent, or
assumption of risk by an individual subjected to hazing does not in any way sanction or excuse the
behavior no lessen the prohibition contained in this policy.

Hearing, Formal: A meetingof at least three Board of Education members or a hearing officer
appointed by the Board of Educatida discuss b act upon a matter over which thHgoard of
Educationhas supervision, control, jurisdiction or advisory power.

Hearing, Informal: A meeting between a student and the principal or designee at which the student is
informed of the reasons for discipline agiyen an opportunity to respond and explain the situation.
School administrators may conduct the informal hearing with students without their parent / guardian
being present.

Laser Pointers: Students are not permitted to possess or use laser pointdes avhschool property,
while using school district trasportation, or while attendingchootsponsored or schooklated
activities, whether on or off school propgernless under the supervision of a staff member and in the
context of instructionLaser winters will be confiscated.

Leaving School Grounds without Administrator’s Permission: Students are not allowed to leave
school grounds without the approval of the school administrator. @resent on campus, students
are not permitted to leave until the end of their scheduled day.

Libelous, Obscene, or Defamatory Materials or Literature, Posting or Distributing: Students are
expected to respect the dignity, rights, and written expression of otherarangrohibited from
posting or distributing libelous, obscene, or defamatory materials or literatutbe school, on the
school bus, or at any schegponsored activity.

Misconduct, Other Serious, as Determined by School Administrator: In unusual situations, where the
student behavior orhe infraction is not explicitly includeéh the Code of Conducthe school
administration reserves the right to administer consequences including detentigchoiol
suspension, outf-school suspension, exclusion fromagricular and / or extracurriclar activities,
and expulsion per Boaraf Educatiorpolicy.

Misconduct Out Of School / Conduct Leading to a Felony Arrest or Class A Misdemeanor /
Adjudication as a Delinquent or Youthful Offender: Students are subject to discipline, up to and
including suspension and expulsion, for misconéwen if such misconduct occurs off school property
and during norschool time. Examples of such -afitschool misconduct thahall result in expulsion
include, but are not limited to, the possession, of a firearm; the sale or distribution of illegal drugs /
controlled substances, and the possession or use of a deadly weapon or dangerous instrument in the
commission of a crimeStudents may also be subject to discipline, including expulsion, fesfout
school misconduct that violates a policy of the Board of Education and is considered to be seriously
disruptive to the educational proce&#pon notification by a municipal policgepartment or division

of the state pol i cbke sapérintandert maytdisadosentie “indormatiorr te the
principal of the school that the student attends. The principal may in turn disclose it to special services



staff members for the mpses of assessing the risk of danger posed by the student to himself or
herself, to other students, or to the staff. School district personnel must conejudech assessment

not later thanthe next school day following the notification. Connecticut #dso provides procedures

for coordination between the school superintendent and the courts in matters of probation and school
attendance.

Obscene, Vulgar, Abusive, Inflammatory, or Disrespectful Language, Gesture or Behavior Directed

Toward any Staff Member or Student: Verbal or abusive gestures toward a staff member or student
will not be tolerated under any circumstances. Students who exhibit such behaviors will be subject to
disciplinary consequences.

Parking Violations: Parking on school property without the appropriate permit or in a reserved
space, handi capped space or other designaoted “no
school suspension is prohibiteBriving to school and parking on school property is a privilege
extended to seniors in good standing only. All students are extended the privilege of riding the bus to

and from scholo Please note that parking spaces are limited and dladlyy parking is available ora

first-come firstserved basis. Driving privileges may be lost without benefit of refund for parking
infractions.
